The Jefferson Chamber of Commerce supports and collaborates with current and future
workforce initiatives in Jefferson and Jefferson County. This includes partnering with

other organizations and agencies to attract and retain new workers and developing a
strong workforce within the existing Jefferson community. Additionally, in 2024, the

Jefferson Chamber is creating new workforce initiatives.
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NEW! CHILDREN’S BUSINESS FAIR
We all know that the children in our community today are the future of our workforce. Because of this, the
Chamber is starting a Children’s Business Fair in 2024! This will give our children a chance to create their own
business, learn the ins and outs of selling, and an opportunity for them to showcase their work. This event will
be open for any area children to participate. The event will be open to the public. More information will be
announced in early 2024.

COMING SOON!  LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM
We are working to add a Leadership Development Program, which will be available for member businesses to
participate by sending their employees. The goal of this program will be to cultivate leaders from within the
current Jefferson workforce to increase employee skills and longevity. This program will be introduced later in
2024 or in early 2025. More information coming soon.

NEW TEACHER BAGS
Each year, we assemble bags to gift to new teachers in the Jefferson community. Any member business is able
to put items, information, etc. into those bags. We love to show support to our new teachers!
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NEW! LUNCH AND LEARN
Hosted once per quarter, Lunch and Learn events will be an opportunity for you and your
employees to learn about a topic or issue that is relevant and important to local businesses and
organizations. An expert on each topic will be brought in for this event. Topics will change each
quarter. If you have a recommendation for a topic that would be useful for area businesses,
please let us know.

REFERRAL NETWORK
From the start of January to the end of December in 2023, the Jefferson Chamber of Commerce
fielded more than 1,500 calls from 38 different US States, sent over 8,100 emails, and distributed
more than 3,000 Jefferson brochures. These calls, emails, and brochures connect us with
different community members, visitors and tourists, potential new community members, and
businesses. Our total unpaid impressions in 2023 was more than 250,000.
